White Selections 
 

MERCATO HOUSE WINE   glass  7    carafe  27 
 

2006 PINOT GRIGIO, CAPOSALDO (Veneto)   glass  8.5    bottle   33 
Fresh & crisp, this single vineyard Pinot Grigio is simple, elegant, and lively. Great with your favorite 
Mercato dish or delicious enough to sip on its own. 
 

2006 SOAVE, ALLEGRINI (Veneto)    glass  9    bottle  35 
Made from a blend of Garganega and Chardonnay, this Soave is a bright straw color, with fresh perfume & 
floral notes on the nose & palate.  A great warm weather wine. 
 

2006 VERNACCIA di SAN GIMIGNANO, LE ROTE (Toscana)    glass  8.5 
  bottle   33 
Italy’s first DOC wine & promoted to DOCG in 1993. This wine is a bright, exciting, floral delight with 
cleansing citrus and a lush body. The 35 year old vines pack loads of “old world” minerality into every sip! 
 

2006 FALANGHINA,  TENUTA PONTE (Campania)    glass  9 
  bottle  35 
Falanghina is both the name of the wine & the varietal. It has a decidedly floral aroma, with citrus 
blossoms & green grape on the nose. Unoaked & refreshing, it has a crisp finish that begs for another sip. 
Perfect as an alternative to a classic Sauvignon Blanc. 
     

Red Selections 
 

MERCATO HOUSE WINE   glass  7    carafe  27 
 

2004 CHIANTI COLLI SENCI, CASTEL  PIETRAIO (Toscana)    glass  8 
  carafe   30 
A simple,delightful food wine that can be enjoyed with virtually anything. Surprisingly firm and 
admirably balanced, with intense dried cherries and floral notes. A noble balance & simple structure 
make this a perfect everyday wine. 
 

2006 MONTEPULCIANO d’ABRUZZO, QUATTRO MANI (Umbria)    glass  8 
  bottle  30 
Montepulciano is one of the World’s noble grapes and is highly produced in the Abruzzo region. This 
wine is fermented and aged in stainless steel tanks to ensure the wine’s fresh & youthful style. It has 
enticing aromas and bright flavors of fresh fruit, including tart black cherry. 
 

2005 ROSSO TOSCANO, CASTELLO Di MELETO  (Toscana)    glass  8 
  bottle  30 
A bright ruby red in color, fruity & floral aromas with hints of cherries & berries. 
 

2005 BARBERA MONFERRATO, MARCHESI Di BAROLO  (Piemonte)    glass  
8    bottle  30 
Brilliant ruby color with excellent clarity. The floral notes & berry fruit nose assault the senses. Great red 
fruit & faint underbrush on the palate dominate this light bodied, easy drinking wine. 
 

2006 ROSSO NEGROMARO, FORTE CANTO (Puglia)    glass  8 
  bottle  30 
From the feel of the Italian boot comes Puglila’s most important varietal, Negro Amaro. As its name 
indicates, the wine is dark and intense, carrying the scent of the Mediterranean shrubs that surround it. 
With low yields, the flavors are not unlike a savory Chateauneuf‐du‐Pape. It is full bodied with ripe plum 
& coffee aromas.  A big and powerful wine.  
 

2005 DOLCETTO Di DOGLIANI, PECCHENINO (Piemonte)    glass  9 
  bottle  34 
A truly wonderful wine. Very clean with pleasant toastiness. It has bright fruits with “cashmere” tannins. 
A perfect everyday wine. 
 

2005 PRIMITIVO, FORTE CANTO  (Puglia)           glass  9    bottle   34 
A wonderfully powerful, confident expression of one the world’s oldest varietals. The cousin of Zinfandel 
is rarely as accessible or memorable as it is here, with full, fleshy dark fruits, exotic spices, incense 
aromas and decadence on the palate. 
 

2006 VALPOLICELLA CLASSICO DOC, ALLEGRINI (Veneto)    glass  10 
  bottle  38 



This wine’s fruity perfume is maximized by using a short maceration period during the wine making 
process. It offers abundant amounts of sweet & sour cherries along with hints of dried herbs, white 
chocolate & mocha. It is lively and easy to drink with medium tannins & a bright vivacious color. 
 

2005 CHIANTI CLASSICO, SAN FELICE  (Toscana)    glass  11 
  bottle  40 
Very dark ruby garnet. Nose very closed at first, but after it opens, it displays some real elegance, with 
scents of spiced, sweet balsa wood, cherry, granite, and earth. Concentrated, medium‐bodied flavors of 
cherry liqueur and lots of liquid minerals. Long finish, with substantial, but fine‐grained, tannins. 
 

2001 KERRIAS’ MONTEPULCIANO D’ABRUZZO, COL DEL MONDO (Umbria) 
  bottle  75 
A soft, inviting & fruity wine with a floral bouquet & a touch of violets. It is dark plum in color, well 
balanced with subtle tannins and nice fruit finish. 
 

2002 BAROLO , REVERDITO (Piemonte)    bottle  95 
Features focused flavors of dried cherries, tea, tobacco, rose & blackberries. Ifs expressive fruit is 
balanced with ultra fine tannins and acidity to yield a compelling, yet subtle wine.  
 

2001 BARBARESCO , PODERI ELIA (Piemonte)    bottle  99 
A beautiful blend of Sangiovese, Merlot & Syrah grapes gives this young wine a dynamic fruity flavor. 
With hints of spices from the sandy soils, it is distinctive of the mild climate of Tuscany. 
 

2001 AMARONE della VALPOLICELLA, GIUSEPPE LONARDI  (Veneto) 
  bottle  99 
Of all the wines of Italy, none is more breath‐takingly unique than this wine of Verona & few make a 
better Amarone than Giuseppe Lonardi. His Amarone is remarkable & elegant with powerful aromas of 
dried fruit, chocolate & exotic spices. 

Washington, Oregon & CaliforniaWines 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2006 SAUVIGNON BLANC, APEX II (Columbia Valley)    glass  8.50 
  bottle   33 
Bright & crisp with mouth‐watering citrus notes, especially grapefruit and lemon‐lime, not to mention 
melons, honeysuckle & greengage plums. This refreshing wine is polished, smooth & refreshing. 
Definitely a favorite this summer! 
 

2006 PINOT GRIS, MILBRANDT VINEYARDS (Columbia Valley)    glass  9 
  bottle   34 
Delicate & well balanced with aromas of honeysuckle and white peaches. Refreshing pear & citrus flavors 
with a vibrant harmonious body. This wine has wonderful texture. 
 

2006 CHARDONNAY, ENO by KESTREL VINTNERS (Columbia Valley)    glass  
9    bottle  34 
A unique chardonnay with fresh pineapple & apple aromas, with flavors of apricot & pears.  
 

2006 POET’S LEAP RIESLING, LONG SHADOWS (Columbia Valley)    glass  
11   bottle  42 
Balanced and focused, the 2006 Poet's Leap is a fresh, inviting wine offering heady aromatics of ripe pear, 
melon and honey. Crisp and flavorful on the palate, the vibrant acidity is balanced by a delicate sweetness 
that lingers across a long, clean finish.  It is one of the most perfect white wines, it goes with any dish 
sweet & savory. A must try! 
 

2007 CALICO WHITE, BERGEVIN LANE (Columbia Valley)    glass  11 
  bottle  42 
A delicious blend of Chardonnay, Viogner & Roussanne grapes. This is a crisp & fresh wine with enticing 
flavors of citrus, tropical fruits and apricots.  
 

Red Selections 
 

2005 MERLOT, MILBRANDT VINEYARDS (Columbia Valley)   glass  10 
  bottle  38 
This is a velvety, polished merlot with astonishing length & intensity, highlighted by cherry, blackberry, 
vanilla & spice notes. Ripe & lush with well‐integrated tannins, this is a classic merlot with great 
character & depth. You will truly enjoy this glass of wine.  
 

2002 SYRAH, TERRA BLANCA (Red Mountain)    glass  10    bottle
  38 



Smokey, leathery notes with hints of tobacco, clove & dusty rose open into a core of wild blueberry, 
huckleberry, plum & fig on the palate. Toasty notes from aging in small, carefully selected French oak 
barrels support the ample fruit along with spice & hints of white pepper. 
 

2006 CABERNET SAUVIGNON, Rutherford Ranch (California)    glass  11 
  bottle  40 
This wine is full bodied with a deep ruby color. Complex layers of black currant, anise & ripe bing cherry 
intertwined with  subtle nuances of  toasty oak on  the on  the nose.  Full  fruit  flavors of  black  currant & 
pomegranate, with soft undertones of vanilla.  
 

2006 PINOT NOIR, O’REILLY’S (Oregon)    glass  12    bottle  42 
O’Reilly’s Wines are the second label of the well know Oregon Owen Roe Winery. Elegant & light bodied 
with bright red berries, purple flowers & earthy aromas. Vibrant & juicy flavors of raspberry, cranberry & 
hints of cherry. It gains depth on the finish with brambly dark berries and subtle tinges of dried herbs. 
 

2006 CABERNET FRANC, NORTHWEST VINE PROJECT (Columbia Valley)  glass  
12    bottle  42 
This cabernet franc is made with fruit produced on Elerding’s Six Prong Vineyard. In 2006, the small Cab 
Franc crop was harvested in late October yielding wonderfully rich fruit flavors with nice acidity. New 
oak was limited in order to maintain the expressiveness of the fragrant & complex variety. The wine was 
made by wine maker David O’Reilly (Owen Roe Winery) for the NWVP. 
 

2006 FIREHOUSE RED, TAMARACK  (Columbia Valley)    glass  12 
  bottle  44 
Lush & fruity, a unique Cab blend with Syrah, Sangiovese, Cab Franc & Carmenere. A gorgeous wine! 
 

2005 CALICO RED, BERGEVIN LANE (Columbia Valley)    glass  12 
  bottle  44 
A very popular blend of Cabernet, Syrah, Merlot, Cab Franc & Zinfandel. Lush aromas of dark berries, 
spice, herbs & vanilla fill the glass. It has a palate of dark fruits, spice & licorice  with a nice smooth finish 
of lingering berries & pepper. 
 

2002 “PALETTE”, JAMES LEIGH CELLARS (Walla Walla Valley)    glass  12 
  bottle  44 
This Bordeaux style blend has a  bouquet of roses, brown sugar & spice greet the nose while layers of 
dark jammy fruits & well balanced tannins follow in the mouth. This elegant wine finishes with hints of 
cinnamon & nutmeg. 
 

2001 MERLOT,  APEX CELLARS (Columbia Valley)      bottle  56 
A beautiful dark ruby color in the glass.  This Merlot radiates the varietal fruit that has made this grape a 
Washington standout. Sweet cherry is highlighted by oak spice, vanilla & a hint of smoke from the first 
whiff of the bouquet through the lush palate & soft finish. Round supple  tannins make this wine 
immediately enticing. 
 

2005 URSA,  BAER WINERY  (Columbia Valley)    bottle  85 
A full bodied wonderful Washington style Bordeaux blend. Beautifully aromatic with velvety tannins. A 
fine balance of Merlot with seductively floral Cabernet Franc, it creates an elegant wine that pairs well 
with food. Expressive & approachable, this wine is fine to be enjoyed now.  
 

2004 FEATHER, LONG SHADOWS VINTNERS  (Columbia Valley)    bottle
  122 
Randy Dunn has collaborated with one of Washington’s wine pioneers, Allen Shoup, to produce this 
limited release Columbia Valley Cabernet Sauvignon. Talk about luxury!  
 

2005 MERLOT, LEONETTI CELLARS  (Walla Walla)    bottle  149 
This impressively dark Merlot has an amazingly pure nose of exotic floral aromas, perfectly ripe red & 
black fruits, cassis & vanilla cream. Deep palate, balanced acidity, seamless tannins with sweet long finish. 
The epitome of Washington’s finest Merlot.
